The well-being and security of our students, faculty and staff has always been our highest con-
cern, and on that day, weeks, months and years of emergency planning and preparation by both the Col-
lege and the County were successfully put into place.  Within a very short time of receiving a report of 
an armed individual in FerrumÕs largest residence hall, the campus was secured.  Students, faculty and 
staff were sequestered in a protected location on campus while hundreds of law enforcement personnel 
from the county and throughout the entire region secured the campus buildings and searched for the in-
truder.  These extraordinary efforts resulted in everyoneÕs safety at dayÕs end.

The processes, protocols and practices for emergency responses are essential.  We always hope these 
drills will never translate into reality, but when they do everything comes down to people, and everyone 
on campus and in the surrounding community responded in a courageous and outstanding manner. We 
will be forever grateful to the individuals, organizations, businesses and institutions who helped us.  

EveryoneÕs conduct and actions on Tuesday represented our philosophy and practice of outreach that is 
characterized by caring, connectivity and community.  FerrumÕs motto, ÒNot Self, But OthersÓ was 
clearly demonstrated during those difficult hours this week.  We are privileged to continue to be good 
neighbors of all of the citizens of Franklin County and are always grateful to be able to give back, as 
well as to be recipients of The Golden Rule.

Brief Update Regarding Events of Tuesday,  February 26,  2008

• The Franklin County Sheriff’s office is offering a reward of $1,500.00 for information 
leading to the arrest of an individual spotted on campus with a gun on February 26, 
2008.  Law enforcement officials are following up on a number of leads provided since 
the campus was safely released from lockdown.   If your student has additional infor-
mation, please call the Sheriff’s office at  540-483-3000.  

• Officials continue to praise Ferrum College for a rapid and effective response.  Based on 
the safety systems in place, law enforcement officials and public safety experts have 
encouraged the College to open as scheduled for the second half of the spring semes-
ter.  We are heartened by the effectiveness of our emergency response system and will 
remain vigilant on behalf of our students and the entire campus community. 

• Immediately after students left campus for spring break, College administrators began 
reviewing the emergency response in terms of what worked well and to identify and 
understand areas in need of improvement. In addition to our College Police force, local 
law enforcement personnel will increase their presence on campus (both in uniform and 
plainclothes).  Students will be required to carry their College ID’s at all times; the 
number of video surveillance cameras in residence halls has been increased; students 
will be reminded not to leave outside doors “propped open,” and will be encouraged to 
use the “buddy system.”

• If necessary, when your child returns to campus, he or she can talk with their community 
advisor or a Ferrum College faculty or staff member regarding any concerns they may 
have.

• If your child has not already done so, please urge him/her to sign up for the e2campus 
emergency alert system through the College website (www.ferrum.edu).  And please 
remind them to study hard and participate in College activities to achieve a successful 
and enriching outcome to their spring, 2008 semester!
