Dear Dr. Brown,

Upon review of the application to establish a baccalaureate nursing education program at Ferrum
College, it has been determined that the program meets the requirements of Board of Nursing
regulations and has been GRANTED INITIAL APPROVAL pursuant to regulation 18VAC90-27-120,
effective October 15, 2020.

The new program code will be provided to you once it is received from the National Council of State
Boards of Nursing. This code will be required by all graduates of the nursing education program when
applying to take the NCLEX-RN exam.

The Board communicates to the nursing program directors with information and official notification
regarding the nursing programs. Additionally, Virginia Law § 54.1-3014 E allows for other people,
typically administrative leadership and owners of the programs, to be designated as someone who will
be copied on official notifications and information regarding the program. If there is anyone other than
the program director that should receive information, you will need to provide their names, title and
relationship to the nursing program, phone number, email address and mailing address.

With this initial approval, pursuant to 18VAC 90-27-120 (B): 1) The advertisement of the nursing
program is authorized, 2) the admission of students is authorized, except that transfer students are
not authorized to be admitted until the program has received full program approval, and 3) the
program director shall submit quarterly progress reports to the board that shall include evidence of
progress toward full program approval and other information as required by the board.

Quarterly Reports are due to the Board on the first Monday of January, April, July and October. The
report should include information and activities that have occurred in the immediate past 3 months.
For example, a report submitted in January will cover the activities completed in October, November
and December. The program’s first quarterly report will be due on January 4, 2021 via either
electronic submission or hard copy. A template for the quarterly reports is located on our website at

ms/. You will not receive additional notification and reminders of these required reports.

The program director is responsible for demonstrating compliance with all Regulations For Nursing
Education Programs, located on the Board's website at
https://www.dhp.virginia.gov/Boards/Nursing/PractitionerResources/LawsRegulations/. In addition to
the regulations, Guidance Documents are also available on our website at
hitps://www.dhp.virginia.gov/Boards/Nursing/PractitionerResources/GuidanceDocuments/. Guidance
Documents are statements issued by the Board of Nursing in response to some specific questions but
do not have the force and effect of law.
